
GUIDELINES

WHAT WE WILL ACCEPT:

· Review the list of the labels that we do accept. Feel free to email me with questions if you see your label missing
· QUALITY clothing will be accepted.  We also accept high quality dress up clothes and school uniforms.
· Girls sizes 0-16.  Boys sizes 0-16. 

· Shoes – sizes 0-13 or kids sizes 1-5. 
· We also accept upscale children’s bedding, whole room décor, Kettle Tricycles, Radio flyer wagons and upscale strollers. Wooden toys, games, books, American Girl dolls etc. Review the list of labels that we accept or email us. 
WHAT WE WILL NOT ACCEPT:

· We have to be selective about items we accept.  Please make sure you look over your items carefully, inspecting for stains, spots, missing buttons, broken zippers or rips.  Items that look outdated or worn will not be accepted.  Your items will be inspected at drop-off and any unsuitable items will be returned to you at that time.  
· Review the list of labels that we do not accept and the items that have been recalled 
SELLING TIPS:

· Sets tend to sell better than separate items (in smaller sizes), so match them up if you can.  

· Shoes must be in excellent (like new) condition.  Clean laces and use shoe polish. 
· Shoes should be in Ziploc bags with your card on the inside clearly visible.  You should also be sure to write your consignor number and the price on the outside of the bag with a Sharpie. 

PRICING

· Items should be priced in $1.00 increments (no cents, please). Items will generally sell for ¼ to ½ of the original price. However make sure to keep the age and condition of the garment in mind when pricing. An item that is new with tags still attached will probably sell easily at ½ of the original price, or more if it is highly desired.  Whereas items that don’t still feel crisp or show minor wash wear will sell best in the range of ¼ to ½ of original price.  

HANGING
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When hanging clothing items on a hanger, the hanger should be facing left.  It should look like a question mark when you are looking at the front of the item
· Attach pants, skirts and accessories to hangers with safety pins. 
· Finalize the presentation: tie the bows, fasten buttons and snaps, and close the zippers
TAGGING

You must use our online inventory and barcode tagging system. Enter your items on the inventory sheet and print out your barcodes. Make tags using card stock to print out the tags. No tags will be accepted on standard paper stock as they may get lost and torn.  

After completing tags, attach them to the garment. Punch a hole on the black dot in the upper left of the tag.  Thread a cable tie or zip tie through the hole of the tag, through the garment’s sewn-in label and around the hanger. This ensures that the tag, garment and hanger all stay together. Take special care when closing the cable tie. Closing it improperly causes tags to fall off.  The tie should lock in place when closed correctly. Check for this by pulling on the loop you created. If it isn’t locked, the end of the cable tie will pull free. (Tip: find cable ties or zip ties in the electrical department of home improvement stores, discount department stores and some drug stores) If the garment has no label or area in which to thread the cable tie, you may use a safety pin to attach the price tag to the garment. Pin tags to the garment on the right hand shoulder when facing you

For convenience, we suggest that you separate all clothing by size and gender prior to arriving at the drop-off site.  
DROP-OFF

The Kids Layne sale wants to make your experience as easy and pleasant as possible.  When you arrive for drop-off you will come immediately to the inspection table.   A representative will accept your articles and direct you to the check-in table where you will check in. Any items that are ripped, stained, old and worn-out, missing buttons, etc. will be returned to you at that time.  
Once your items have been checked in, you will place your items in the designated areas. Thanks again!
